The Hallandale Out of School Time (H.O.S.T.) AFTERSCHOOL 
PROGRAM for school age participants provides afterschool 
care on regular and early release school days until 6pm.

Our program promotes healthy lifestyle choices, combats 
childhood obesity and hunger, and promotes academic 
success and productive citizenship through special programs 
and activities.  Participants are provided a nutritious snack 
each after school day.  We are a Fit2Play Health, Wellness and 
Obesity Prevention Afterschool site where we work to make 
kids healthier in a fun way.

A one-time registration fee of $200 for residents and $500 for 
non-residents is required.
